Touting over 80,000
pieces to fit AMC to Volkswagen ... pretty good chance
they will have what you need for your 'Vair. Body
panels are made with 20 gauge coated Automotive
steel. Floor pan and trunk floors are heavier 18 gauge.
[ have personally used their pieces....a drivers side rear
floor for a '60 four door and both front floor pieces for
a '65 convert. Parts are very accurate stampings and
REALLY close to original. Minimal trimming to fit and a
blessing to weld. Floor pan sections run about $50 a
piece. Call or check their website for more parts
details.
