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Venting a Locking Gas Cap
by Mark Welte

I’ve been using a Stant 10492 
locking gas cap on my ’65 Corsa, 
but it is not truly vented like the 
original. The locking gas cap has 
a spring-loaded pressure release 
valve that releases tank pressure 
above a certain PSI. I did some re-
search and came to the conclusion 
that this pressure buildup may have 
been contributing to an occasional 
vapor lock issue I had been having. 
So I decided to modify my locking 
gas cap to be fully vented in both 
directions. 

The pressure release valve is 
a small spring-loaded metal disc 
located in the steel center sec-
tion of the locking gas cap, staked 
inside the alloy outer casting. My 
idea was to drill a small hole in 
the metal disc to allow pressure 
(or vacuum) in the tank to equal-
ize with that outside the tank. I 
wanted to remove the steel center 
section of the cap before drilling 
the vent hole so no metal shavings 
would end up inside the cap, which 
could eventually end up in the fuel 
system.

To remove the steel center 
section I used a Dremel tool with a 
small cutoff wheel to easily smooth 
the stakes inside the alloy outer 
casting. Once that was done I used 
a small set of channel locks to 
grasp the steel center section, twist-
ing it back and forth to slide it out 
of the outer casting. I then drilled 
a small hole in the disc from inside 
the steel section. Working from this 
direction held the valve closed dur-

ing drilling (otherwise the drill bit 
would be pushing the valve open 
while trying to drill it). 

I used a can of compressed air 
with a small straw to blow out all 
the metal shavings before reas-
sembling the steel center section 
into the outer casting. A small cold 

chisel was used to stake the steel 
center section in the outer casting 
to complete the reassembly. 

Now I have a locking gas cap 
that is fully vented in both direc-
tions! Stant 1042 Locking Gas Cap.

Using a Dremel to smooth the 
staking inside the casting.

Finished fully vented cap with 
center section restaked.
