7. TECH TIPS OR ARTICLE:
Fuel Pump Inspection
John Moody
CORSA Tech Guide Supplement – 1996

Fuel-Air system page 21
          A quick recap of checks that should be made prior to installing any fuel pump seems to be in order.  This requires disassembly of the pump, which may void the warranty of a new pump.
          First:  Make an index line down the side with a felt tip pen or check the alignment marks on the castings, because the five screws fit only one way; otherwise, you’ll have a Rubik’s Cube to deal with on reassembly.  Then carefully disassemble and check for the anti-flowback dam.

           Second:  Holding the stem/diaphragm assembly in hand, try to rotate one diaphragm against the other to check for proper tight fit at the center staking: Diaphragms should not rotate one against the other. Also check the diaphragm material for cracks and flaws.

          Third:  Carefully reassemble, but do not overtighten the screws to the point where you deform (scallop) the lower casting.

          Fourth:  Pressure test for leaks and bd check valves.  Put valves on inlet and outlet.  Use low pressure compressed air as working fluid, not gasoline.  Coat the pump and fittings with soapy water to detect leaks (bubbles).  Pressurize inlet; stem should withdraw and hold.  Release inlet pressure; stem should stay withdrawn. Pressurize outlet valve; stem should not withdraw.  Slow valve leakage is allowable.

          Fifth: Check for proper stem length. Shorten as necessary.  The 1960-61 models should be changed to the late model pump and pushrod combination.

          That’s all there is to it. A properly inspected and corrected pump should run practically forever. (2/95)
