7. TECH TIPS OR ARTICLE:
Early Model Turn Signal Repair
By Chuck Blair CORSA Northwest
CORSA Tech Guide Supplement – 1996

          Lately, I have found a lot of turn signal cancelling problems with early models, especially on right turns. Even if it turned off the directional lights, sometimes one of the brake lights would not work.

          I kept blaming the switch down on the steering column. (Replacing this did not help.)  So, I did a little checking into the cancelling parts under the steering wheel.  (As you may know, most of these parts are not available anymore.) All of these seemed to be installed properly. 

         After closer inspection, I found that the holes where the two ‘U’ shaped steel pieces fit into the casting were worn, not allowing them to come out far enough for the cancelling cam to hit them properly.  I found that by removing the steel parts and straightening them out a little, it worked properly.

          Don’t go too far on the casting might brake when it is pushed by the cancelling cam. Check it by installing it in the steering column and operating the turn signal lever in both directions.  The little steel parts should just clear the steering column by about 1/16”.
