7. TECH TIPS OR ARTICLE:
Tail Lamp Socket Upgrade

          For those of us you drive our Corvairs with inoperative or dim tail lights, stop lights, and turn signals can be hazardous to our health for two reasons: they may not be seen by other drivers, and inoperative rear lights are a basis for quickly meeting policemen, certainly high on the list of stressful situations. 

          The main cause of inoperative rear lights on late models is a lack of ground contact between the metal tabs on the bulb socket and the light housing.  Most of an OEM socket is plastic and with only two little metal tabs to make the ground connection.  Surface corrosion, dirt, and weakening of the springy metal tabs lead to loss of ground contact.  When that happens, the bulb will no longer light.  
          Fortunately, there is a simple and inexpensive solution to this problem. The NAPA people have all-metal replacement sockets, LS 6469, which have six spring metal tabs for a snug fit and a reliable ground connection.  Just make sure you reconnect the wiring so the brighter of the bulb’s two filaments’ blinks for the turn signal. The LS 6469 even has a blade tab on it, in case you want to hook up a redundant ground wire.

          With the circuitry made reliable, it’s time to do something about the lack of brightness in those lights.  The solution is in two parts.  First, clean and paint the interior of the light housing with VHT’s Chrome Spray enamel, and then replace the bulbs with the so-called Brites.

          To help you avoid backing over that bicycle in the driveway at night, you can improve your backup lights in a similar manner.  The all-metal socket for them is the LS 6465.  This socket even has a redundant ground wire already attached to it.
          The Brite bulbs are available from various sources, including Clark’s Corvair Parts.  Clarks even has a reduced price for a kit of Brite bulbs for all six (four turn signal and two backup) sockets.  (8/91)
