 7. TECH TIPS OR ARTICLE:
CORSA Tech Guide

Accessories Page 27
          If your windshield wiper motor exhibits slowness or noise, it can be caused by a number of things: worn or broken brushed, excessive carbon build-up, dirty or worn commutator, a worn bushing in the motor end-plate, missing or improper end-play (wave) washer and thrust plug, or lack of lubrication.

          After you remove the motor from the gearbox, remove the end plate, release the brush spring tension, and remove the armature.  Use compressed air to blow out all the carbon.  Lubricate the armature shaft bushings with a few drops of light (10W) motor oil.  If the commutator is dirty but looks okay, clean it up with emery cloth, and then be sure to clean off all the abrasive.  If you need to replace the brushes, get Prestolite part 42-50, which should be available from any auto electric store.  The end plate bushing, thrust plug, and end-play washers are all available from Clark’s (and probably the other vendors).  By the way, the 1962-63 shop manual supplement has the most information regarding 1962-69 wipers/washers. (2/99)
