 7. TECH TIPS OR ARTICLE:
Radio Antenna Tuning
CORSA Tech Guide 
Volume 4 First Edition
Accessories page 30
          The 1963-679 factory radio should be trimmed or runed to match the antenna connected to it.  Remove the tuning knob and the fake knob (or rear seat speaker fader) behind it.  There may also be a small spring washer between them.  The spring is for eliminating a rattle between the knobs, so don’t lose it.  Just above the tuning shaft is a hole about 1/8” in diameter.  Obtain a long small screwdriver that will fit through the hole.  Fully extend the antenna.  Turn on the radio and tune it to a weak station on the high end of the dial, around 1500. 
          The exact station is not important.  The adjustment is more sensitive and critical at the high end of the scale.  The screwdriver should engage and adjusting screw behind the small hole.  Turn the adjustment one way and then the other to find the point at which the station is the strongest.  Once you are satisfied that the adjustment is optimal, replace the knobs.  (8/09)
