MP3 Radio Improvement

          The excellent article on using the stock radio’s amplifier and speaker for an MP3 or CD player (May 2020) ended on a sour, but important, note: the author reported that the Radio Shack Jack occasionally introduced pops and drop-outs into the sound.
          So, I thought about ways to eliminate the offending jack, as well, of course, as the plug that plugs into it.  The “cheaply made” jack, after all, is not just a jack. It’s also a stereo switch for the tuner and the outboard player. That’s a lot of functionality to ask from a little piece of plastic and metal.  You can get one from a different supplier-Mouser Electronics (mouse.com) has several different kinds-but they all cost even less than Radio Shack wants for theirs, so I’d prefer to eliminate the jack/plug altogether for this mobile application.

          There are two ways: the simplest would sacrifice all use of the AM tuner, something I wouldn’t miss a bit. Just solder in a cable with (stereo) male plug directly to the radio as shown in the article (solder both channels to the same spot on the tuner in by hand aon an occasional basis would use, between the radio and the male plug just mentioned, a two-throw (SPDT) slide or pushbutton switch with the tuner’s output (the blue wire) connected to one side.
