 7. TECH TIPS OR ARTICLE:
Early FC Air Leaks
By Lary Claypool, Chicagoland Corvair Enthusiasts

          You say your heater works great but can’t keep up with the air leaks and wind chill? Apparently, it’s nothing new, as Chevrolet issued a service bulletin to dealers in 1962 regarding “drafty” Forward Controls.

          Seems that the plenum chamber-the space between the outer body panels and the inner dash panels-0really gets a ram effect of air through it, making any open screw holes, worn grommets, or poor sealing seams like a hurricane.  The actual under dash metal itself is a heart loss too, as there’s no buffer between it and the outside temperatures.  Chevy advised dealers to remove the front grill and block the opening with tape or a heavy plastic (we’d use H.D. garbage bags these days), then reinstall the grill and trim any material that stuck out.  The grill and the attaching screws would hold the material in place.  The bulletin also noted to leave a small opening if the vehicle had a gas heater, since that’s its source of air, too.
          This procedure makes a big difference in cold weather, as you’ll immediately feel ’64 and ’65 model FC’s used a built-in-plastic flap operated by an inside handle, to serve the same block-off function.
