7. TECH TIPS OR ARTICLE:
Stripped Screw Holes
By Craig Nicol
CORSA Tech Guide / Volume 4 First Edition

Body page 45
          Replacement underbody tunnel cover screws are available from a vendor (these are the hex head screws with a built-in washer).  But sometimes the body sheet metal holes they screw into are oversized and the screws won’t bite.  This is a common problem and there are several cures.  At least one vendor sells oversized bolts.  If you want to stick with original sized bolts, you could always use a MIG welder to weld-up the holes and start over, but the simplest cure is to use “J-bolts.”  These are the flat, sheet metal clips that slide over sheer metal to provide threads.  Put a #8 J-bolt at each stripped-out hole and you’re back in business. (11/4)
