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Minutes of Meeting, 3 April 2013
The meeting was held at the Falcon Police Station, 7850 Goddard St., Colorado Springs, Colorado. 
The meeting was called to order by the president, Dick Thompson, at 7:30 pm. Guest speaker: Timothy Cochran of Elite Auto Salon (EAS):  Cochran described Revolution.com which is promoting Colorado car events  through social media.  EAS will hold an event at Pikes Peak International Raceway on June 8th featuring aspects to the Colorado car culture, performance, sound systems, style, and  show. Their goal is to involve younger car enthusiasts.    
Legislative issues:  Leo Boyle was unable to be at this meeting because he  had to attend ongoing hearings at the statehouse.  Harold Naber summarized the status of house bill HB13-1071, which would change eligibility for collector series status to include vehicles more than 32 years old.  As a result of hearings in house committees, amendments were added that (1) an applicant vehicle must have passed an emission test if owned in the area where tests are required and (2) the owner must certify that the vehicle will not be driven more than 4500 miles per year.  A proposed amendment that would have added the bridge and road safety surcharges for each year rather than once for the five year period was not approved.  Having passed the house, HB13-1071 has advanced to the senate where there will be additional hearings.  In as much as the surcharge amendments were not added, it was moved (Naber) and seconded (Mack) that: The CCCC change its position on HB13-1071 from neutral to support.  The motion passed with a vote of 23 in favor and 10 opposed.
