Park spokeswoman Katherine Faz said two others
were evacuated to regional medical centers after
the 11:10 a.m. crash.

The victim who died as identified as Richard Cut-
ter, of Monte Vista.

"The Medano Pass Primitive Road is closed until
the investigation is completed. All other areas of
the national park and preserve remain open," Faz
said in a news release.

FAA spokesman Allen Kenitzer confirmed the
crash was on Medano Pass and identified the
plane as a Piper PA-28, with three people on
board.

The NTSB has been called to investigate the
crash.

Medano Pass is a low point in the Sangre de
Christo range on the park's eastern border.
