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Minutes of Meeting, 4 September 2013
The meeting was held at the Falcon Police Station at 7850 Goddard St. in Colorado Springs and was hosted by the southern Colorado member clubs, who also provided refreshments for all those who made the arduous trek down from Denver. The meeting was opened at 7:38 pm by the president, Dick Thompson.  Officers present were Dick Thompson, president; Gary Canady, 1st vice president; Dick Fritz, secretary and Tom Kay, treasurer. 28 member clubs were represented.   
Legislative issues:  Leo Boyle was unable to attend as he was at meetings in Denver.  The legislative processes begin in mid summer.  The CCCC is exploring the possible elimination of the front license plate requirement for vehicles that were not manufactured with a front holder.  The issue of ethanol fuels was brought up.  As this is a federal (EPA Renewable Fuels Mandate) issue, SEMA is leading the opposition on behalf of collector car owners.  It is recommended that clubs become affiliated with the SEMA Action Network (www.semasan.com).  It’s free.  Various fuel outlets that still sell gasoline without ethanol were mentioned.

Havana Cruise 2014: The 2014 Cruise is set for Saturday, June 14, 2014.  The hours will be 10 am to 5 pm, as recommended by the Aurora Police Dept.    Dick Thompson reported that the 2013 Cruise netted a profit of $3667 for the CCCC.

Front Range Airport Show & Swap Meet:  Dick Thompson read an email that he had received from a car show participant whose car was damaged by an individual with a pickup and trailer in the car show area.  There was heated discussion at the time and the car owner was unhappy about apparent failure to follow regulations regarding trailers and “for sale” vehicles in the show area.  Dick noted that CCCC is responsible for the swap area and Front Range Airport is responsible for the show area, but there needs to be more coordination which will require more volunteers from CCCC clubs to maintain order.  There was concern about the mix of moving vehicles and pedestrians in the show area.  Another concern was the number of show cars that left early.  
The swap meet itself had a substantial increase in vendors from last year.  In particular, in the car corral there were 130 vehicles for sale, far more than expected and additional spaces by the swap vendors had to be used.  The net income to CCCC so far is about $800 although some expenses are still to come in.  The payout to clubs that provided workers was $1400.

Denver Thanksgiving Car Show (Greybeard Show):  CCCC is again scheduled to have a six-vehicle display in this event and we hope to have vehicles that showcase the variety of collector interests represented by the Council.  The entry procedures are spelled out at www.cremedelachrome.com or information can be obtained from CCCC.  Let Dick Thompson know if you want to be included in the CCCC area.  Entry fees are $50 for judged cars or $25 for non-judged.  The organizers do have selection procedures to avoid having too many of one type of vehicle.

Forney Museum:  The Forney will feature Ford F-series pickup trucks built between 1948 and 1968.  Owners of these trucks are invited to contact the museum (303-297-1113) to display their truck.
