The treasurer’s report was approved. 

Clarification of HB 13-1071 (Collector Series eligibility and emission testing requirements):  Harold Naber explained the latest policy issued by the Department of Revenue to county clerks.  This policy document, identified as TR 13-19, recognizes three categories of collector vehicles and their emission testing requirements.  Category A is 1975 and earlier vehicles: no emission test is required.  

Category B is for post-1975 vehicles registered before Sept.2009 that were “grandfathered in” when the 25-year eligibility was discontinued.  These vehicles are not required to pass emission tests upon renewal.  

Category C is for post 1975 vehicles at least 32 years of age and newly eligible for collector series registration. These will require emission tests every five years.  

Vehicles outside the emission test area (AIR) are excluded from emission tests.

Owners are reminded NOT to let their registration lapse.
Georgetown Hot Rod Hill climb reunion: Hot Rod Magazine featured a 60-year reunion of the hill climb held in Georgetown, and two of CCCC members, Jim Nielsen and Don Joy were in the original (1953) and 2013 events.   
Denver Thanksgiving Car Show (Greybeard Show):  Seven vehicles will represent CCCC at the show.  We suggest that others planning to attend the show donate a couple hours at the CCCC “booth” to help out the volunteers already signed up.  There will also be a display of scale model vehicles.
Nominations for 2014 CCCC officers:  Nominations were reopened for the elected offices of President, First and Second Vice Presidents, Secretary, and Treasurer.  There were no new nominations and the current officers are willing to continue for 2014.  We still urge individuals to step up and take charge of organizing CCCC events.
NSRA Calendar meeting:   The NSRA calendar of primarily rod run events will be available at the Greaybeard show and the December CCCC meeting.
2013 CCCC Finances and 2014 Budgets:  These matters will be on the December meeting agenda, including the budgets for 2014.

Grand Junction area clubs meeting:  Dick Thompson attended a meeting with western slope clubs to discuss their possible affiliation with CCCC.  They suggested holding a CCCC meeting in Grand Junction but the distances to commute make this impractical.  We expect to promote their annual Labor Day weekend event known as the Western Colorado Classic Auto and in turn we hope that some western slope members will attend the Havana Cruise and/or the Front Range Airport events.
