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Minutes of Meeting, 5 February 2014
There was no January 2014 meeting because it would have been held on January 1.  The February meeting was Presidents’ Night, to which club presidents were invited. Location was the Havana Auto Parts meeting room, 840 S. Havana St., Aurora Colorado. The meeting started with pizza (provided by Paul Leuenberger of Chrome Insurance) and soft drinks provided by CCCC.  Darryl Ryan of Havana Auto Parts conducted a tour of their machine shop.
The meeting was opened at 6:35 pm by President Dick Thompson.   Officers present were Dick Thompson, president; Gary Canady, 1st vice president; Dick Fritz, secretary; and Tom Kay, treasurer. 42 member clubs were represented.  Representatives, club presidents, and guests were self introduced.
Dick Thompson noted that Chris Wolfe, a long time representative with various clubs, passed away on January 10th.  CCCC made a donation to the Cat Care Society in his memory. 

Legislation:  Leo Boyle reported on the status of three bills which have been introduced in the Colorado House of Representatives that relate to the collector car hobby.
· HB 14-1100:  This is known as the “branding” bill and deals with salvage titling of damaged vehicles.  A major factor behind this bill is the awareness that flood-damaged cars from Hurricane Sandy and Colorado’s 2013 flooding may be cleaned up and sold without the new buyers knowing their history.  The conditions under which a title must be branded included “a vehicle which has been assembled from parts of two or more vehicles…” which could include most restored cars.  Also, the sale of parts from a nonrepairable car is complicated by requiring documentation of their origin.  This would effectively stop swap meets.  Harold Naber, Dick Thompson, and Leo Boyle attended the first hearing which resulted in elimination of the wording that was adverse to car collectors.

· HB 14-1084:  Deals with “Chop Shops” and provides means of prosecuting shops that deal with stolen vehicles.  CCCC has found no objections to this bill.

· HB 14-1056:  This bill clarifies interpretation of last year’s HB13-1071 and is harmless.

The single-license-plate proposal has met strong opposition from the Colorado State Patrol and will not be pursued.

The treasurer’s report was approved.  10 clubs, two individuals, and one associate have paid for 2014.
Havana Cruise (14 June 2014):  Dick Thompson discussed changes for the Cruise this June.  A new north-end  location will be at the Concorde Health site at 1st and Havana.  At the Havana Auto Parts site there will be a model car show, organized by Colpar Hobbies.  CCCC needs clubs and individuals to volunteer to make sure the five sites run smoothly.  We need specific volunteers to coordinate sponsors and to assign club workers.  
Grocery Cart Races:  This fund raiser event on January 29th in support of the Comitis Crisis Center was described as a real hoot.  CCCC fielded a team known as “Stay Silly”, complete with Dr. Suess hats and shirts, and raised $600 in donations.  The object of the race was for a team to collect a specific dollar amount of needed supplies at the Aurora Safeway store within a specified time.
What can CCCC do for all of us?  A discussion was opened about the purposes and initiatives of the Council.  In addition to promoting the hobby (public relations) and protecting the hobby (legislative awareness), there is consensus that to assure a future, membership efforts should target young enthusiasts.  Several useful ideas were presented:

· Create a junior membership category;

· Take grandkids to shows and explain unique features of older vehicles;

· Avoid “do not touch” signs and encourage youngsters to have pictures taken in cars and provide rides;

· Provide “young gun” awards at shows;
· Cooperate with Boy Scouts on merit badges;
· Coordinate (and supervise!) car shows at schools;

· Appeal via electronic devises.

Status of CCCC swap meet:  Just when we were getting rolling on the swap meet in conjunction with the air show and car show at Front Range Airport, it appears that change of management of the airport may mean (very likely) that that venue will no longer be available to us.  Ken Lawson, the current interim manager, has been very helpful, but he may not continue as the Adams County commissioners take over.  Dick Thompson has explored several options.  These include:
· Continue at Front Range Airport:  possible but not likely;

· Coordinate with an Aurora Havana  Auto Dealers event on September 20;

· Coordinate with a Low Riders event at Mile High Stadium in September;

· Coordinate with another airport’s air show.

Dick Thompson stated that he will not be the one to manage the relocation and someone else must take this responsibility.
