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Minutes of Meeting, 2 April 2014
The meeting was held at the Falcon Police Station, 7850 Goddard St., Colorado Springs, Colorado. The meeting was opened at 7:32 pm by President Dick Thompson.   Officers present were Dick Thompson, president; Gary Canady, 1st vice president; Dick Fritz, secretary; and Tom Kay, treasurer. Dick thanked the southern Colorado clubs for hosting this meeting and providing snacks. 25 member clubs and one associate member were represented.  
Legislation:  Leo Boyle reported that House Bill HB 14-1100 which fixes the problem of flood and hurricane damaged vehicles with “washed” titles has cleared both houses and has been sent to the governor. Our initial concerns have been eliminated by amendments we had requested.  

HB14-1299 will further modify the salvage title provisions by eliminating the exemption to vehicles over six years of age.  Car dealers and salvage yards support the bill; auction houses and insurance companies oppose it.  CCCC believes that the six-year figure is out of date but inclusion of collector type vehicles is not appropriate since these are not the type of vehicles that appear on used car lots for unsuspecting buyers.  1299 has passed the full house vote, has been passed by the Senate Transportation Committee, and is about to be voted on by the full Senate. CCCC representatives who are opposed to 1299 are urged to contact their senators and request that there be an amendment to exclude collector-eligible vehicles or to vote against the bill as it now stands.  *
Still on legislation: It was emphasized that CCCC is non-political and we need to promote good relations with candidates of all parties.  Since this an election year, we have opportunities meet with candidates and become known. 
We have considered forming a legislative committee.  Leo advised that often changes in legislation come up with little time to call up a committee meeting.  Therefore we are likely to have an “advisory group” of individuals who can be called on to respond to specific legislation alerts.  Tim Cadillac has volunteered to be the primary contact for CCCC. 
Don Joy:  With regret we must note the passing of another long-term CCCC and OCCC participant, Don Joy, on March 1st.
