DeFoeller Collector Car Auction: This auction planned for July 25-26 has been cancelled.  CCCC had intended to assist its operation.
Legislation:  If a Special Session of the Colorado Legislature is called it can only deal with the specific issue dealing with Oil & Gas Regulation and cannot include anything involving the collector car hobby.
Commercial use of CCCC web site information:  Emails received by CCCC representatives has prompted concern about the use of information found on the CCCC web site.  It was moved and seconded that the following line be added to the member club section of the site: “Please respect these volunteers and do not use this list for commercial purposes unless you have permission from the CCC Board of Directors”.  The motion passed by majority vote.
Horseless Carriage license plate, change in application procedure: County Clerks are no longer able to issue new HC plates due to the proliferation of specialty plates.  An application has to be submitted, a temporary tag is issued, and the new plates are mailed by a contractor hired by the state.

Chrome Plating: Denver Bumper has closed and no longer is available for plating.  The number of shops still doing plating is shrinking, and out of state businesses are among the few remaining.
