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Minutes of Meeting, 2 July 2014
The meeting was held at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver, Colorado. The meeting was opened at 7:31 pm by President Dick Thompson.   Officers present were Dick Thompson, president; Gary Canady, 1st vice president; Dick Fritz, secretary; and Tom Kay, treasurer.  29 member clubs and two associate members were represented.  
Guest Speaker:  Paul Barr on behalf of Bob Torgeson (realtor with Keller Williams Realty) described a property for sale near Morrison that was built with a workshop and garage space for 7 vehicles.  For information call 720-624-6969.
Sarah Catlin presented an updated registration form and events schedule for the Western Colorado Classics which will be held Labor Day weekend in the Grand Junction area.  This is a benefit for Hilltop Community Resources.  The Western Colorado Classics is an associate member of CCCC and we hope to use this event as an opportunity to get to know clubs on the western slope of Colorado.  Clubs are urged to support this event.
Minutes of the June 4th meeting were approved as published.

54 clubs have renewed, and we have 3 associate members and 4 individual members.  The Treasurer’s report was approved.
Havana Cruise (June 14):  The report  on the Havana Cruise started with thanks to all the clubs and individuals whose volunteer efforts, along with sponsors and businesses,  made the event possible.  The rain and the threat of rain hurt the attendance but it was estimated that there were 2500 – 3000 entrants.  Income from sponsors exceeded the budget so the CCCC should show a profit.  Some expenses are still being reported and a final accounting will be available in a month or two.  There were suggestions and comments that will help shape future events.  The mini-car show drew 90 models and was well received.  Attendance at the Concorde site (Havana and First Avenue) was disappointing and changes in 2015 suggest that the poker run end there.  Traffic at the Gibby’s site was too congested and it was recommended that the poker run stop there should handled as a drive-by. Any and all additional suggestions are welcomed. 
We, or more correctly the Havana Business Improvement District, are missing a number of pylons that were used to direct traffic.  They are orange and have “Havana BID” painted on them.  If you have any idea where they wandered off to, please let us know.  

For 2015, CCCC intends to avoid the Father’s Day weekend and schedule the Cruise on June 13, 2015.  We hope this will avoid conflicts with other club-scheduled open events.  

It was noted that the Havana Cruise is now the only fund-raising event for the Council since the swap meet at Front Range Airport was canceled with change of airport management.  We would welcome new ideas for fund raising projects. 

August and September meetings:  The August CCCC meeting would have been held at Front Range Airport in preparation for the swap meet / car show / air show, but since the event will not be held, there is no need for that meeting.  It was moved and seconded that the August CCCC meeting be cancelled.  The motion passed.
The September CCCC meetings have traditionally been held in Colorado Springs but since three of the clubs there have left the council, it is doubtful that a quorum would be present.  Following discussion, it was moved and seconded that the September CCCC meeting be held in the Denver area, location to be determined.   Motion passed.
OCCC T-shirts:  Jim Mattis is planning to produce t-shirts with the CCCC logo, for about $15.  There was no objection to this use of the logo.  
Horseless Carriage license plate, clarification of application procedure:  It is no longer possible for car owners to obtain Horseless Carriage license plates (vehicles at least 50 years of age) immediately at the Colorado Dept. of Revenue office in Lakewood, or at any county clerk’s office.  The state has gone to a “print on demand” system to avoid having to stock supplies of the many specialty plates.  An applicant fills out an application that is sent to the Dept. of Revenue and the plate is then mailed out.  The recipient then must certify the plate so it can be entered into the state data base.
Swap Meet Account:  The origin and purpose of funds maintained in the swap meet account were questioned.  This has become the council reserve fund and was originally developed as seed money set aside to plan the next year’s swap meet.
Council Committees:  It was noted that the bylaws call for appointment of a committee to plan a swap meet, even though circumstances beyond our control prevented holding a swap meet in 2014. 
Meeting was adjourned at approximately 9:05 pm.
