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Minutes of Meeting, 2 September 2015
The meeting was held at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver, Colorado.
The meeting was called to order at 7:32 pm by President Dick Thompson. Officers in attendance were Dick Thompson, president; Tom Mansfield, 1st vice president; Dick Fritz, secretary, and Tom Kay, treasurer.  33 member clubs were represented. 
Highland Ranch Hot Rodders:  Clyde Rostad, a long time individual member of CCCC presented the application for membership of the Highland Ranch Hot Rodders club for CCCC membership.  The club has been around since 2003 and has about 45 members.  They are non-profit and put on benefit shows, the next show being on September 27th.  Approval of their application was moved, seconded, and passed unanimously. 
Legislation:  Leo Boyle noted that the Colorado legislature will not reconvene until January for the 2016 session.  He urged the CCCC to promote a PAC (Political Action Committee) with financial help from large scale car collectors.  No CCCC funds would be used but the association with CCCC would improve standing with legislators.  Questions and suggestions should be directed to Dick Thompson, Leo, or Ted Rossi.
Dept. of Revenue Evidence of Vehicle Ownership regulation:  The DoR is issuing an updated Rule 18 to county clerks throughout the state.  Its purpose is to provide guidance for processing requests for certificates of title.  The rules appear to remove the appeal process but in fact the appeal option for car owners is still in place. Individual DoR sections have consolidated their appeal procedures.

Use of Year-Of-Manufacture plates:  Individuals have been stopped by police who do not understand the use of YOM plates.  If you have YOM plates, carry authorizing paperwork and the backup Horseless Carriage plates with you on the road.
SEMA Show:  SEMA is known for the trade show held each November in Las Vegas.  Although many hobbyists would like to attend, traditionally only persons with an automotive business affiliation can get passes.  However, SEMA’s Vice President for Government Affairs and the Director of the SEMA Action Network (SAN) have told CCCC that a limited number of passes will be made available to club members who are members of the SEMA Action Network.  To join SAN, sign up at www.semasan.com/join. It’s free.  If you join and wish to obtain a pass, notify Dick Thompson (after Sept.12) at thompson660@cs.com.  The 2015 show is Nov.3-6.  The pass is not free but cost is nominal.
