Since I sent out the minutes of the CCCC Sept. 2nd meeting, I have received several corrections that need to be passed along to all the CCCC member clubs.
Re: SEMA Show passes:  Steve McDonald, SEMA’s Vice President for Government Affairs clarified that members of CCCC clubs who have joined SEMA SAN can be issued passes to the show at no cost.  Refer back to the Sept. CCCC minutes about joining SAN.

Re: Use of YOM (Year of Manufacture) license plates:  Bill Hunter points out that in the Colorado Statutes, CRS 42-12-302 states that YOM plates can be used with a vehicle at least thirty years old.  Therefore, registration to backup the YOM can be Collector Series or standard plates, not just Horseless Carriage plates.   Road use does have the same limitations as those of Horseless Carriage plates.
Re: Club officer liability:  Bill Hunter found that CRS 13-21-115.7 states that “… any person who serves as a director officer, or trustee of a non-profit corporation or non-profit organization and who is not compensated for serving as a director, officer or trustee on a salary or prorated equivalent basis shall be immune from civil liability for any act or omission which results in damage or injury if such person was acting within the scope of such person’s official functions and duties as a director, officer, or trustee unless, such damage or injury was caused by the willful and wanton act or omission of such director, officer, or trustee.”
