Minutes of Meeting, 7 October 2015
The meeting was held at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver, Colorado.
The meeting was called to order at 7:31 pm by President Dick Thompson. Officers in attendance were Dick Thompson, president; Tom Mansfield, 1st vice president; Dick Fritz, secretary, and Tom Kay, treasurer.  31 member clubs were represented. 
Legislation:  Leo Boyle discussed three issues that affect CCCC:

(1)  EPA has reduced the ground level ozone standard for which the Denver metro area is already in non-compliance and this will bring on regulatory measures by Colorado’s Air Quality Control Commission.  This will likely include tightening emission testing and extension into additional areas such as Colorado Springs.

(2) Single license plate authorization: CCCC is studying the possibility of exempting vehicles that did not have provisions for a front plate from the factory.  The Colorado State Patrol is opposed since monitoring vehicles at DIA for potential terrorists has a high priority.

(3) The establishment of a Political Action Committee is still being explored, and Leo has discussed this with the Secretary of State official who oversees PACs in Colorado
Guest Speakers:  Sally Mounier and Greg Upton discussed Aurora’s issue 2J which will be on the November ballot.  Currently, Aurora’s city charter prohibits the city from offering an incentive to motor sports facilities.  Issue 2J seeks to remove that prohibition, with the goal of building a NASCAR type track to bring stock car racing to the metro area.  The prohibition came about in 1999.   Only Aurora residents can vote on this issue but Mounier and Upton urge supporters to rally voters to support it.

Guest Speakers:  David and Dedrie Haska described the Rocky Mountain Auto Show which will be held November 27-29 (Thanksgiving weekend) at the Colorado Convention Center in Denver.  This is a collector car event, not to be confused with the Denver Auto Show put on by new car dealers in the spring.  Cars may be entered individually or in a club display.  Entry fee is $25 for not judged vehicles, $50 for judged.  CCCC will again have a display space, with emphasis on showing the variety of types of vehicles.
Guest Speaker:  Christof Kheim listed the special exhibits coming up at the Forney Museum.  Currently Corvairs are featured and this will be followed in December by Tri-Five Chevys (unmodified cars only, please). In March, there will be a display of the cars of Henry J. Kaiser.  Non-car events at the Forney include the Fall Fest, a family oriented event on October 30 and in December a Christmas themed display for which clubs are invited to decorate a Christmas tree. Guest Speakers: Hagerty Youth Night. Derek Prechtl and Sara Bain described the October 13  event for families with young children.  Location is 11100 W. 8th Ave. in Lakewood.  RSVP to sbain@hagerty.com.
