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Minutes of Meeting, 11 November 2015
The meeting was held at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd., Denver, Colorado. This was a follow-up meeting since the November 4th meeting was not held due to unavailability of the Forney meeting room.
The meeting was called to order at 7:33 pm by President Dick Thompson. Officers in attendance were Dick Thompson, president; Tom Mansfield, 1st vice president; Dick Fritz, secretary, and Tom Kay, treasurer.  24 member clubs were represented. 
The new president of the Buick Club, Kirk Priest and his wife Lonnie were introduced.

Legislation:  Leo Boyle noted that on the issue of single license plates we need to be aware of what limitations have been imposed by other states, and SEMA can provide guidance.  Leo noted that CCCC is one of numerous special interest groups, many of which have Political Action Committees whose financial support is recognized by legislators.  If the CCCC does establish a PAC, as has been proposed, it would not be funded by the CCCC or individual clubs, but rather businesses related to the collector car hobby.  Leo will meet with the Colorado Secretary of State office to understand how to proceed. Ted Rossi has volunteered to work on a PAC committee.
New task:  Tom Kay has volunteered to be the meeting location coordinator, to avoid miscommunication that resulted in our not having the November 4th meeting.
Minutes of the October 7th meeting were approved as published.

Retrospection.  Dick Thompson asked that we have an open discussion about if CCCC is going in the right direction and how do we get more car hobbyists involved.  He noted that we seem to have the same core people stepping in to assist when CCCC events are happening, such as the cruises, swap meets, shows, and legislative hearings. Perhaps we have tried to do too many things and should scale back and prioritize.  The consensus from the club representatives was that the council’s primary purpose should be to protect the hobby from adverse legislation and this we have done. Funding must come from assessments but also from outside sources through events.  Secondly, CCCC must preserve and publicize the car collecting hobby and this should include involving young people.
Representatives from clubs south and north of the Denver metropolitan area pointed out their memberships are reluctant to make the drive to Denver for CCCC events.  Also, the number of other events, sponsored by clubs or other groups, has steadily increased, filling the calendar of car events virtually every weekend.  It was recommended that to fight complacency, the role of CCCC should be communicated to club members and visitors at car events.

Moving Ahead:  For 2016 Dick Thompson recommends that CCCC take the initiative to involve young people by supporting the Lincoln Tech show on April 2 (NOTE CHANGE OF DATE) and the Buckley AFB Cruising Panthers club’s Halloween Family event on October 31, and to work with these groups throughout the year.
2016 CCCC Events:  The Council will not attempt to hold a Colfax Cruise, but will hold the Cruiz’n Havana event which has had good support from the Havana BID on June 11 and the potential swap meet in conjunction with the WarBird show at Front Range Airport on May 28 (Memorial Day weekend).  Please note those dates on club event calendars.  
Election of Officers for 2016:  The floor was opened for officer nominations; all current officers are willing to continue, but Mel Bacon has had work scheduling conflicts that make it difficult to attend meetings, and he would step down if another person would volunteer.  Samantha Baker of the Chassis Lassies club was nominated (actually volunteered) as second vice president.  She was elected unanimously.  The current slate, minus Bacon and plus Baker, was elected unanimously.  

Buckley Club Workshop:  The Buckley club has located a shop off base where they can work on their cars, and several car dealerships have donated equipment for them.  The shop still needs several sets of hand tools and would welcome donations.
