2015 Fiat Chrysler U.S. Sales Best Since 2005

Fiat Chrysler sales have increased in the U.S. for 69 consecutive months.  Full year sales for 2015 rose 7% to over 2.2 million units.  Jeep sales have been huge (42% increase in December) since the gasoline prices have dropped significantly.  Jeep saw a 36% increase in sales for the Cherokee SUV and 22% for the Grand Cherokee.  The 7th most popular vehicle in the U.S. is the new compact crossover Renegade.   Dodge sales fell 9.9% in 2015 although the Challenger, Dart, and Journey posted their best annual sales.  The Dodge Avenger was no longer made in 2015 which was a large part of the drop in sales.  Ram sales rose slightly in 2015 due to better ProMaster commercial van sales.  Chrysler brand sales increased 5.2% in 2015 helped mostly by the 300 and the Town & Country minivan.  In 2016 the Dodge Durango may no longer be sold.  The Chrysler Imperial could be released in 2016 and will be produced in the Chrysler Brampton facility in Canada.  The Dodge Barracuda is still set for release in late 2016.
