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Minutes of Meeting, 7 October 2020
The meeting was called to order at 7:32 pm by President Dick Thompson at the Forney Transportation Museum, 4303 Brighton Blvd, Denver.  Officers in attendance were Dick Thompson, president; Tom Mansfield, 1st vice president; Samantha Baker, 2nd vice president; Dick Fritz, secretary; and Tom Kay, treasurer.  21 member clubs and one individual member were signed in.  Several representatives were representing more than one club. All attendees had forehead temperatures taken; masks were worn and social distancing was followed. Since there was not a quorum present, no official motions could be made and this was considered an informational meeting.
Minutes:  Official minutes of the July 2020 meeting were approved as published.

The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.  
Legislative:  There are no issues from the Colorado Legislature to discuss, but Leo Boyle advised everyone to study the Legislative Council’s voter informational Blue Book as there are many complicated issues to be decided.  Leo noted that statewide revenue is way down and budget issues will be the primary topic when the (new) legislature convenes in January. There may well be new fees and assessments to watch out for.
Havana Cruse and Airport Show in 2021:  Dick Thompson reported that the Havana Business Improvement District will not be able to sponsor the 2021 Cruiz’n Havana, and the prospect of the Airport Show with swap meet at Rocky Mountain Metro Airport is uncertain (no response to phone calls). 
Finances:   Although the CCCC accounts are in the black as of the end of September, there are two lobbyist payments totaling $9000 to be paid by the end of the year which will require drawing down the reserve fund substantially.  The likely loss of fund-raising events (Havana Cruise and Airport Show) in 2021 require that we consider revamping our plans.  Several clubs have reported that they are not charging member dues during the current lockdowns.  At the January 2021 CCCC meeting we will discuss finances; suggestions from clubs are appreciated.     
Sabers’ Tri-State Show:  The Tri State Show that was abruptly cancelled in March is rescheduled to be held October 31 – November 1 at the National Western Complex in Denver.  Set up will take place on Friday, October 30. CCCC will have an information booth.  Several reps volunteered to work the booth.  The Show will be open 10am to 9 pm on Saturday and 10am to 5 pm on Sunday.
Forney Museum:  The Forney is open to the public on Thursdays through Sundays and no reservations are required.  They currently are featuring a Thunderbird exhibit.  Museums need support and this would be a great club event.  For information phone 303-297-1113.
Nominations:  Nominations are now open for 2021 officers and in particular we need someone (not necessarily a club representative) to volunteer or be drafted to be treasurer.  Tom Kay was thanked for his service over the years. It was suggested that maybe we should cancel his moving to California by executive order.   

Virtual Meetings:  An alternative to holding in person CCCC meetings could be via Zoom meetings via the internet.  Rick Beets has volunteered to host such a meeting as he has a Zoom account.  Another possibility would be a hybrid meeting, with some attending in person and others signed in by the internet or telephone.   
SEMA Show:  The 2020 SEMA Show has been cancelled.  SEMA is substituting a virtual show, SEMA360 which will be aired to trade members. John Ehrlich has notified CCCC members who had expressed interest in attending the in-person show, and their names will be kept on file for the 2021 Show.  
Club Drives and Drive-bys and activities:  Many clubs are planning informal drives to get vehicles (and owners) out of the garage and enjoy Colorado’s highways. Being visible is good for public relations and let’s keep our clubs active.
Rod Run Calendar meeting:  The NHRA 2021 Rod Run calendar meeting will be held at the Sabers clubhouse on October 10 and Dick Thompson will represent CCCC.   
Next Meeting:  CCCC has been invited to hold a meeting at the Colorado Auto Dealers Association headquarters in Denver and we plan to hold the January meeting (Jan.6, 2021) there.  Election of 2021 officers and establishing the 2021 budget will be postponed until then.    If we need to contact clubs before then we will rely on email or USPS for communications. We do not expect to hold in-person meetings in November or December.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:39 pm.
