THE WILD ANIMAL SANCTUARY DAY TOUR
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This coming Saturday, June 22nd, the RMC is taking a day trip to The Wild Animal Sanctuary outside of Keenesburg, CO. This is a 10,000 acre sanctuary specializing in rescuing and caring for large predators that had been mistreated. They have tigers, bears, lions, wolves, and over 460 other large predators. There is an overhead walkway to view the animals in large acreage habitats, which is wheelchair accessible.  
We will meet at the parking lot at 10:00 a.m. in front of the Welcome Center. After seeing the animals, we will have lunch at the Welcome Center. There are choices of restaurants, or you can bring in your picnic lunch to enjoy at their picnic tables.
